Downtown Bike Station Becomes Reality  After months of delays, the "Bike Rack" is finally open.  This new facility, located in the North Gateway Parking Garage at East 4th and High Streets, is the first of its kind in Ohio.  It offers 50 secure, indoor bike parking spaces and 10 outdoor spaces.  It also features lockers and three shower areas with private changing rooms.  FREE outdoor bike parking is available to anyone, while indoor parking is available for $5 per day or $25 for a monthly pass.  Passholders will be able to use the facility 24/7 regardless of whether or not an attendant is on duty.  A swipe card will allow users to get in and out on demand.  Security cameras monitor the entire facility.  The Bike Rack was created by the City of Cleveland and the Downtown Cleveland Alliance.  It is LEED-certified "green" and will be adorned with public art - colorful handlebars festooned with streamers coordinated by Cleveland Public Art.

Offshore Wind Energy:  Help Ohio Win the Race to the Lake  It's a fair question:  How could five to seven wind turbines roughly seven miles offshore Cleveland serve as an engine for economic growth?  The first project is a short-term catalyst for the long-term job growth opportunity for an industry that is already booming around the world.  As the most mature project in the Great Lakes, Lake Erie Energy Development Corporation (LEEDCo) is bringing the first freshwater offshore wind project in North America to Northern Ohio.  By building off of its historical maufacturing and engineering assets and new strengths in advanced energy, Ohio can become a leader in offshore wind energy.  Simply put, offshore wind is more consistent, less aesthetically impactful, and employs more people.  The demonstration project will enable LEEDCo to validate the logistics and best practices so future projects can be scaled-up, achieve greater cost-effectiveness and optimally sited in Lake Erie.  The first project will create investment confidence for companies seeking to locate near the great Lakes, and enticing them to the Greater Cleveland/Northern Ohio region.
LEEDCo is a Cleveland-based non-profit leading this effort.  As a regional public-private partnership, LEEDCo represents Ashtabula, Cuyahoga, Lake, and Lorain Counties, in addition to the City of Cleveland, Nortech and the Cleveland Foundation.  One of LEEDCo's key missions is consensus building and educating the public about the cost-benefit, separating the facts from the myths.  LEEDCo has spoken to over 350 people this summer with their community outreach program which included green-collar job seekers to politicians and community leaders.  Most have been very supportive, understanding that Ohio must lead the advanced energy revolution and that offshore wind is one sector that is renewable and indigenous.  Learn more about the Lake Erie project and offshore wind energy by visiting their website.  You can also follow them on Twitter, Facebook and LinkedIn.  You can also request a presentation for any size group as well, public, private, formal or informal.

Kamm's Corners Highlighted in Local Publication  Kamm's Corners Development recently garnered the spotlight when the agency was featured in Cleveland Business Connects Magazine for their work in the commercial district of downtown Kamm's Corners.  Cindy Janis, Manager of Commercial Development for Kamm's Corners has said the resurgence of the commercial district is due to the City of Cleveland's Storefront Renovation Program (SRP).  KCDC is contracted with the City to administer the SRP in the neighborhood retail district.  The program provides design and financial assistance to commercial property owners and businesses that comprehensively rehabilitate the exteriors of their buildings and funding options include low-interest loans and a 40% rebate up to a maximum of $25,000 for exterior renovations, plus a 40% rebate up to a maximum of $3,000 for signage.  Janis markets the program in approved target areas and guides the owners through the city process from the beginning design phase to the approved final drawings and selected contractors. 
Since 1992, 95 exterior storefronts and signage projects have been completed with the SRP in the neighborhood for a public and private investment of more than $3.3 million.  Janis, who has been with Kamm's Corners for 19 years, has said, "The greatest reward for me is sharing the joy of the completed projects with the many friends I've made along the way."  There is plenty of joy to go around in the Kamm's neighborhood these days as more than $90 million in investments will increase property values and attract new businesses, employees and visitors to the neighborhood.  Two of the more siginificant investments are the $12 million Lorain Avenue Streetscape Improvement Project and the $75.5 million Fairview Hospital Emergency Department and Intensive Care Unit currently under construction with completion scheduled for January 2013.

Community Land Trust and Neighborhood Housing Services Announce Merger  On August 22nd, the Board of Trustees and the Members of the Land Trust of Greater Cleveland (CLTGC) voted unanimously to approve their merger with Neighborhood Housing Services of Greater Cleveland (NHSGC).  The merger was also approved unanimously by the Board of NHSGC and will take place early this month. 
The Land Trust will become a program of NHSGC, and Marge Misak, Executive Director of CLTGC will join the staff of NHSGC as Land Trust Program Director. 
In 2010, the CLTGC Board, recognizing the challenges of funding a small organization with one primary program, decided to seek opportunities for collaboration that would strengthen the organizations's abiltiy to support current Land Trust homeowners as well as increase capacity for the development of additional community opportunities within the Land Trust.  The Boards of CLTGC and NHSGC recognize the potential of the Land Trust as a tool for providing stable, secure homeownership and neighborhood stability.  They are committed to expansion of the Land Trust program in the merger and support for Land Trust homeowners.  Initial projections for land trust development as part of NHSGC include the addition of 5 houses to the land trust program in the first 2 years.
